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With the trend of internationalization, the goal is to help students understand food and clothing in
daily life, and appropriately deal with advance and retreat and international common application
etiquette. The main contents include: explaining the origin and evolution of etiquette in the introduction;
and explaining the importance of etiquette; during this period, it will also bring simple daily etiquette.
Introduce Chinese, Western and Japanese catering etiquette in the food section, including: table
arrangement, seat arrangement, menu content description and meal etiquette notes. In the clothing
chapter, the content includes: men's and women's clothes should be dressed in different places, perfume
etiquette and precautions.

While understanding international social etiquette, students are also expected to actually apply it in
life; learn how to live in harmony with others in an environment of different countries, races, different

occasions, religions and living habits, adhering to the principle of respecting others and looking forward
to being respected by others.
